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Unit Outcome:

TLW expand understanding on describing matter to include texture, color, weight, hardness, etc. 
Lesson Outcomes:

TLW observe properties of objects and use deductive reasoning to match objects to their 
properties.

Rationale/Purpose for Lesson:

Properties are characteristics that allow us to classify matter. Observing and understanding the properties of matter can be helpful in a variety of ways, like in building a house or designing pool toys for example. 
Assessment:


Formative- Quality of descriptions of properties

Summative- District test at the end of the unit

Resources/Materials Required:


Sticky notes

Pencils

Variety of classroom objects in a box (ex. Sticky tack, colored pencil, paperclip, puzzle piece, ruler, etc)

Introduction:


Discuss where you might have heard the word property and what it means. All objects have properties that make it the way it is. We can use our senses to figure out the properties. Display a banana and use our 5 senses to describe its properties as a class.
Procedures:

1. Explanation of activity:
· Teacher passes out sticky notes and one object from the box per student. 

· Students use their senses to describe the properties and write them on the sticky note *do not write the name of the object!

· When finished describing the object, put sticky note on white board.

2. Students complete these steps. When all sticky notes are on the board, the teacher collects the objects. 

3. Teacher will demonstrate the next part of the game first, then students will be given the chance. 

· Choose a sticky note from the board (not your own)

· Read all listed properties aloud

· Try to find the object from the box

*for more of a challenge, do not allow students to look in the box of objects. 

Closure:


The more descriptive the student listed the properties, the easier it was to choose the right object. Properties also allow us to classify objects into categories, which we will find out in the next lesson. 
Evaluation and Reflection:
The students were very engaged in this lesson and seemed to love the “game”. Because it was the first lesson of the new unit, we spent a lot more time than I had planned on reviewing or defining vocabulary words. We did this as a class discussion. Overall, I think it worked well as an introduction to the unit.
